Anton V. Sergeev. “The Service Town” of Medynsky uyezd in the 1620s: composition,
land and monetary support, service.

Summary: The article examines changes in the personnel composition of Medynsky’s
“Service town” based on the muster roll of 1622, the cadastral book of 1627-1629, and the
payroll roster of 1630. It explores stratification, landholding, armament, service fitness, and
monetary compensation of the Medyn servicemen. The data contained in the muster rolls
and cadastral book are of great importance for clarifying the biographies of several individuals
and the history of certain family lines. The appendix includes the texts of the two mentioned
Medyn muster rolls.

(hereditary estate), muster roll (desyatnya), nobles, deti boyarskie (boyar scions).

Alina O. Gulyaeva. The case of the stolen ring and other materials on the genealogy
of the Chepchugov nobles.

Summary: The article examines the genealogy, family and partly social ties of Chep-
chugov (Chepchugov-Klementyev) Moscow nobles in the period up to the 1680s. An attempt
is made to summarize the information accumulated by historiography about the early history
of Chepchugovs and supplement them with new information from archival sources about the
younger representatives of the family. Special attention is paid to the family of Alexei Stepano-
vich Chepchugov (born in the 1610s - died in 1675) and his court cases, which have preserved
valuable information for the history of the family. The appendix to the article contains the
texts of three such cases, which provide details of the genealogy and family relations in Chep-
chugov family in the middle of the 17th century.

Summary: The work is devoted to the consideration of issues of land ownership, mobi-
lization of estates, genealogy and the conscription of the white cossacks of Zubtsovsky district
based on the materials of the 1697 analysis from the RGADA Razryadny Prikaz fund. This set
of fairy documents, containing information about more than a hundred families and several
hundred cossacks, allows you to study in detail little-known plots related to the history of this
social group of cossacks.

The “klikovoj” list of Ryazan nobles and boyar scions of 1644 (publication by Oleg
I. Khoruzhenko).

Summary: The “klikovoj” list of Ryazan serving people appointed to serve in the town
of Venev with the voevodas AV. Buturlin and L.I. Menshiy Gagin in 1644 is published. It in-
cludes 937 names of Ryazan nobles and boyar scions. The source has not been published be-
fore. The information in the list significantly supplements the genealogical lists of representa-
tives of the Ryazan service corporation.

Materials of the horse troops review at the Moscow Sovereign’s court in 7161 (1653).
Part 3: the “Earthen” lists (July 1653) (publication by Maksim R. Belousov).

Summary: The publication presents part of the materials of the horse troops review
of the service men of the Moscow ranks of the Sovereign’s Court in the summer of 7161
(1653), namely: “earthen” lists of lawyers and tenants. The introductory article reveals the
relationship of the documents of the complex, including the “skazki” (testimonies) of the
service-men. The proposed dating is substantiated, and a brief archaeographic description
of each document is given.

Summary: This reference publication contains information (including biographical and
genealogical data) on landowners (excluding peasants) in Voronezh Province as of 1911. It is
based on an early 20th-century published list, as well as archival materials.
